World Ranking Events Classes

Individual events:
MW 21E

Ukrainian Orienteering Championships Classes

Individual events:
MW 12, 14, 16, 18, 20, 21E, 21A, 35, 40, 45, 50, 55, 60, 65, 70, 75, 80

Relay:
MW 12, 14, 16, 18, 20, 21 & 110, 135, 160, 180 (classes with age limit for 3 relay team members)

Mixed Sprint Relay:
MW 12, 14, 16, 18, 20, 21 & 140, 180, 220, 260 (classes with age limit for 4 relay team members)

Competitors from other countries are welcomed to take part in the entire event within the above mentioned classes, however will not be eligible for titles, medals and diplomas in Ukrainian Championships or Ukrainian Cup. Also separate prize giving ceremony for World Ranking Events will be organized where all the participants may compete for the podium. 

Start and start lists 

An individual interval start will be with a 2 minute start interval. 

All entered runners will be divided and distributed into three starting groups.  
Individual start times for the races will be:

1) early: those, who has NO ranking – points in IOF World Rankings – will be drawn randomly and will be places in the beginning of the start list;

2) middle: the start order will be determined strictly by the reverse standing of the IOF World Rankings (for Middle and Long) as published on 30 April 2014; 

3) late: the best 8 runners as determined by the standing of the IOF World Rankings (for Middle and Long) as published on 30 April 2014 will be drawn randomly and will in the end of the start list.

TERRAIN

The terrain presents a unique combination of sand dunes, marshes and pine forest.
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MAPS

Map makers: Oleksandr Mykhailov, Roman Slobodyanuk, Sergiy Usenko, Oleksandr Gavryluk (all – Ukraine).  

The maps were prepared in 2011-2014.

The standard ISOM specification is followed in map preparation for long, middle and relay. 
The map scale is 1:10 000. 

The standard ISSOM specification is followed in map preparation for sprint and sprint relay. 
The map scale is 1:5 000.

COURSES

Detailed courses’ length will be published in Bulletin 2. Estimated winner’s time is planned as following:

Middle: 
35 min for both MW 21E

Long:
90 min for M21E, 70 min for W21E

PUNCHING SYSTEM

The SportIdent system will be used in all the categories. 
The participants without SportIdent may rent one from the organizers with a cost of UAH 20 per day for MW 12-16 classes and UAH 30 per day for all other classes.

REGISTRATION FEES 
MW 21E (IOF WRE): 6 Euro per race / 20 Euro for all 5 races.
Entry fees to be paid in cash during registration in Event Centre on 07 May 2014.

UOF members are entitled to pay reduced entry fee according to Ukrainian Orienteering Federation regulations.

ACCOMMODATION

PERLYNA Camp, 1 Zelena str., Radyanske village, Poltava region, Ukraine
